Before You Install

Before installing the Juniper: SL1 Dashboards PowerPack version 102, you must first ensure that you are running
version 8.12.1 or later of SL1, AP2 version 5.125.44 or later, and Widget Components version 2.175.0 or later.

NOTE: For details on upgrading SL1, see the appropriate SL1 Release Notes.

You must also import and install the Juniper Base Pack PowerPack version 101 or later before installing the Juniper:
SLT Dashboards PowerPack version 102.

Installation Process

Toinstall version 102 of the Juniper: SL1 Dashboards PowerPack, perform the following steps:

1. Hyou have not done so already, upgrade your SL1 system to the 8.12.1 or later release.

2. Ifyou have not done so already, install the Juniper Base Pack PowerPack version 101 or greater.
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3. Download version 102 of the Juniper: SL1 Dashboards PowerPack from the Customer Portal to a local
computer.

4. Gotothe PowerPack Manager page (System > Manage > PowerPacks). Click the [Actions] menu and
choose Import PowerPack. When prompted, import version 102 of the Juniper: SLT Dashboards PowerPack.

5. Afterimporting the PowerPack, you will be prompted to install the PowerPack. Click the [Install] button o
install the PowerPack.

6. See the Monitoring Switches, Routers, and Firewalls with SNMP manual for instructions on using the
PowerPack.
